Stage presentation and Impromptu Question Judging will be held on Friday Night in the Ozaukee County Pavilion.  This gives the public a chance to meet the club candidates.  Candidates will be introduced and will speak about their involvement in 4-H.  They will also be asked an impromptu question by our committee.  Candidates should dress like they did for the Picture Day.  

County Fair Show:  Sunday, August 4,  2019

The final show will be on Sunday, August 4, 2019, 1:00pm in the Ozaukee County Pavilion.  All candidates are to meet at the Pavilion at 12:15pm to prepare for the show.  Each candidate will be introduced by their name and what club they belong to, they will again speak on their involvement in 4-H and introduce their parents. Each Candidate will need a fellow 4-Her to be there escort, just for the Sunday Show.  Depending on the number of candidates for Mr. & Miss, the Judges will select one or two runners up and our new Mr. & Miss Ozaukee 4-H. 


This is the event where they can get all dressed up, but remind them to not spend too much!

Each club is asked to purchase corsages/boutonnieres for their candidates to wear at the Sunday show at the fair.   This is a nice way for the clubs to say thank-you to their 4-H members for doing a great job in the Mr. & Miss Program.
